 Number and Place Value: 

The children will be focusing on 
recognising, ordering, reading and 
writing numbers. They will work 
out numbers that are one more or 
one less than a given number. 
They will also be comparing 
numbers using greater than (>) 
and less than (<) symbols.

 Word building: We will begin by 

looking at letters and sounds 
placing them in order and 
identifying the vowels and 
consonants. We will build words 
around our phonics focus by using 
practical resources.
