* Fantasy Stories: Our focus this
half term will be fantasy story
writing. We will be focussing on
creative writing and the format of
writing a story, as well as
continuing to focus on
punctuation and grammar. We
will then move onto newspaper
articles.

* Phonics The children have daily
Letterland phonics sessions to
build on their knowledge. This
term we will look at the sounds ‘ai,
ee, ea, 0a, ue, ie’ and words
ending in ‘“-ild, -ind, -old’.

* Spellings:  Weekly spelling
quizzes will continue. Please use
the personal spelling wall in your
child’s bag to see their focus
spellings for that week - they will
be circled. Any spellings they have
correctly spelt in a previous
spelling check will be coloured in.
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* Division

We will starting to look at sharing
into equal groups and halving.
We will be using concrete and
pictorial representations to do
this.

* Place Value to 100

They will be consolidating their
number knowledge and
increasing their confidence in
identifying and using bigger
numbers in their heads. We will
continue to look at recognising
ones and tens and introduce
hundreds.

* Length and Height
