Spring 2022 1t Half Term - Year 1

We hope you all had a restful holiday and a wonderful Christmas. We are raring to get started with the new term
and have got lots of exciting things planned for the children. All of your children have returned to school eager to
learn and it’s great to be greeted by their happy faces every morning. Team Parkland will begin a new topic on
Space which the children are already curious to learn more about.

* Non-fiction writing: Our focus
this half term will be on non-
fiction writing. We will tie in what
the children are learning about in
History which will enable them to
gain a deeper knowledge of the
significant individuals and events.
So far the children have done a lot
of their ‘creative writing’ as
shared writing or using role play
to act out their creativity. This
term those who are ready will
begin to write more
independently

* Phonics The children will
continue to have new sounds
introduced each week which will
now mainly be digraphs. There
will be many opportunities to
practise writing and reading these
sounds in words. We are looking
forward to welcoming the
Letterland film crew into school
this term.

* Spelling: Please continue to
practise spellings with your
children at home. They need to be
becoming more and more
confident with spelling high
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* Addition and
(within 20)
This term the children will
continue to develop their fluency
when it comes to addition and
subtraction. They will continue
to use their knowledge of
number bonds to answer
addition and subtraction
guestions and will be working
towards developing automaticity
(being able to add and subtract
without spending time working
out the answers.) We will be
introducing a new and fun online
tool for developing rapid recall of
number bond facts. Watch out
for Numbots!

Subtraction

* Place Value (within 50)
Later on in the term the children
will be extending their number
knowledge by learning about
numbers to 50. They will
continue to look at tens and
ones, numbers that are ‘more
than’ and ‘less than’ each other
and ordering and sequencing
numbers.
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Space
* History: We will be focusing on
significant people and events that
occurred in relation to space. The
children will learn about the
timeline of events that lead to the
first moon landing.
This topic enables the children to
learn about historical events from
more recent times.

% Science: In science this term, the
children will be learning about
animals, including humans. They
will learn about herbivores,
carnivores and omnivores. The
children will also begin to learn
about food chains.

* Geography: This topic will give
the children the chance to learn
more about the solar system and
understand and recognise
different climates on earth.

% RE: The children will be learning
about the religion of Hinduism.
This  will include some Hindu
festivals and their beliefs on the

creation of the world.
