 Number and Place Value: 

The children will be focusing on 
recognising, ordering, reading and 
writing numbers up to 100. They 
will think about the value of the 
number and what it is made up of 
using the vocabulary tens and 
ones.  They will work out numbers 
that are one more or ten more 
than a given number. 
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 Addition and Subtraction:  

The children will be learning how 
to add and subtract with numbers 
up to 100. They will begin by 
adding/subtracting tens and then 
move on to adding/subtracting 
numbers using the column 
method.
