 Addition and Subtraction: 

The children will recall and use 
addition and subtraction facts to 
20 fluently, and derive and use 
related facts up to 100.  
They will add and subtract 
numbers using concrete objects, 
pictorial representations, and 
mentally, e.g. 
 
 
 
 
 
Finally, the children will learn to 
recognise and use the inverse 
relationship between addition and 
subtraction to check calculations 
and solve missing number 
problems. 
 

 Multiplication: 
The children will learn 
multiplication facts for 2, 3, 5 and 
10. They will be looking at how to 
answer times tables questions in 
mental maths sessions.
