 Addition and Subtraction:  

The children will be learning how 
solve a range of problems with 
addition and subtraction. They 
will use counting resources such 
as bead strings and more 
abstract approaches like this 
number line to support them 
with adding and subtracting.  

 
We will also teach the children 
the column method to add and 
subtract 2 digit numbers.  
The children will need to use 
their knowledge of number 
bonds and derive and use 
related facts up to 100 (for 
example – I know 6+4=10 so I 
know 60+40=100.)  
The children will also gain an 
understanding of the fact that 
addition is commutative – 
meaning the numbers can be 
added in any order but that 
subtraction is not.
