* Descriptive Writing: The children
will use their senses to explore and
write about a variety of settings. We
will build their range of descriptive
vocabulary, particularly expanded
noun phrases, adverbs and
interesting verbs.

e.g. | can hear the murmuring of
the icy water tumbling furiously
down the waterfall

* Reading: The children will be
sharing and finding features of
descriptions of characters and
settings. They will also have daily
reading sessions. Please continue
to read frequently at home!

* SPaG: Daily SPaG sessions will
help the children to build on their
knowledge, implementing this
during each writing session.

* Spellings: Weekly spelling lists will
continue to come home every
Thursday. Please check their Home
School Book for any updates.
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*  Fractions

This term the children will be
looking at recognising, finding and
naming a half as one of two equal
parts and a quarter as one of four
equal parts of an object, shape or
quantity. They will do this through
practical application of using objects
and shape to begin with before
moving onto quantity of number.
The children will connect halves and
quarters to the equal sharing and
grouping of sets of objects and to
measures, as well as recognising and
combining halves and quarters as
parts of a whole.

* Data handling

We will also be looking at
interpreting and construct simple
pictograms, tally charts, block
diagrams and simple tables as a
form of collecting data. The children
will be learning to ask and answer
simple questions by counting the
number of objects in each category
and sorting the categories by
qguantity. They will then be looking
at asking and answering questions
about totalling and comparing
categorical data.

* Science: During Science

children will be learning about
human bodies. They will engage
in a variety of activities including
drawing and labelling the body,
using their senses to conduct an
investigation while describing,
comparing and sorting animals
and humans.

* History: Children will then be

extending this science
understanding through
investigating medical innovations
from the past. We shall be
discovering how vaccinations
have transformed our health and
learning about Dr Edward
Jenner’s work with the smallpox
vaccination.
