* Writing — the children will spend
this half term focussing on writing
creative, well structures
sentences based on our class read
The Boy with the Bronze Axe. They
will complete various creative
writing tasks inspired by this book,
starting with using adjectives and
adverbs to describe a setting.

* Reading- our home reading aim
is for children to be heard reading
at least four times a week, if they
do this across ten weeks they will
earn their bronze reading badge.
Our class reading text will
continue to be The Boy with the
Bronze Axe by Kathleen Fidler.

* Spellings — please continue to
support your child with their five
weekly spellings in their blue
spelling books.

Maths

Negative Numbers and Decimals
Year 4 children will be introduced
to negative numbers this half term
using number line representations.
They will explore real life situations
in which negative numbers are
used. Later this term we will revisit
place value and introduce decimal
fractions.

Addition and Subtraction

Children will apply their knowledge
of place value including decimals to
solve solving calculations involving
money. This will also provide an
opportunity to revisit column
addition / subtraction strategies.

Home learning expectations
Children should continue to
practise playing on TTRockstars at
least twice a week - this is
replacing MyMaths as their set
homework.
